	DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST – Cllr A Lord declared an interest in items 16 & 17

	
	RESIGNATION OF PARISH COUNCILLOR – Cllr T Evans resigned from the Parish Council with effect from the close of this meeting.  His resignation was accepted by the Chairman. 

	3
	PUBLIC DISCUSSION – no items for discussion

	MATTERS ARISING from previous meeting

	4
	MINUTES – the Parish Council resolved to approve the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 4th June 2018 as a true and accurate record of the meeting.

	5
	ALLOTMENTS - the tenant of plot 2a has vacated their allotment.  The Parish Council agreed to retain the £15 refundable deposit to put towards the cost of cutting back and tidying the plot.   There are now four half plots vacant which continue to be advertised.  A Parish Councillor suggested that perhaps the Scouts may be interested in taking over one or two of the plots.
The allotments will be judged in August for the 2018 Best Kept Allotment award. 

	6
	PLAY PARK – the old goal posts net has been removed and a replacement installed.  The bench supports and fixings were found to be rotted through, these have been replaced and the bench reinstalled in front of the swings.  Work due to start this week, excavating and laying the foundations for the table tennis table.  The Clerk, in agreement with the contractor, has ordered the materials to enable the Parish Council to reclaim the V.A.T.  The table has been ordered to avoid price increases. The Fete Committee has been approached to see if there are any funds left from the proceeds of the 2017 Fete which could be put towards the Table Tennis Project. Work has started on refurbishing the fort, although some repair work has had to be redone due to vandalism.  Due to access to the Play Park being obstructed by vehicles, the Clerk put up a notice on the gate to keep it clear for delivery lorries and anybody working on site.  This has been met with objections from the residents of Butts Close.  The Parish Council will ask Teign Housing if it would be prepared to supply an official notice under it’s banner.

	7
	BRIDFORD HILL /  REPLACMENT GRITTER -  much investigation has been undertaken by the Snow Warden and team to establish the best gritter machine to purchase.   Cnty Cllr Brook has indicated that he is keen to assist with finance, Dst Cllr Ford already having contributed £1,000.  Applications will be made to Invest in Devon and the Locality Budget. The problem of undercover storage for the machine will be addressed at the August PC meeting when it is hoped that a decision will be made regarding the model to be purchased.

	8
	PARISH PLAN – discussions took place regarding the annual review of the Plan which has now been finalised.  

	9
	VILLAGE GARDEN – a plan of the Garden has been produced.  The volunteers’ scheme is working well.  A meeting to be arranged of the group of volunteers to discuss ideas and if they wish, to appoint a spokesman.  In view of current weather, it would be best to defer planting until the autumn.  The families of Rosemary Garforth and Mark and Linda Steer have both responded and fully approve of the idea to have a plaque in the Garden recognising their parents’ kind generosity in purchasing the land and donating the Garden to the people of Bridford.   A seat with a plaque on is the preferred way forward.   Dst Cllr Ford has contributed £300 towards the cost of this seat. 

	10
	PURCHASE OF GARDEN BENCHES – one in the Village Garden and another to replace the dilapidated one at the top of Pound Lane.  Cnty Cllr Brook has donated £350 towards the cost of the seat for Pound Lane, which it is proposed to dedicate to Roger Clark.   David Price, having already purchased seats for the Woodland Park, has agreed to try and get the Parish Council a discounted price for the two seats and will also enquire about the cost of plaques.

	11
	OVERGROWN SYCAMORE TREE – Brian Beesley, Tree Officer at DNPA has confirmed that the tree is healthy and that here is no protection order on it.  The Parish Council has received a quote of £1,650 + VAT to fell the tree plus a further £550 + VAT  to grind out the stump to prevent re-growth.
The Parish Council still cannot identify who owns the verge on which the tree is growing.  TDC has urged caution about felling a tree which the Parish does not own.  In view of the price quoted, the Parish Council, will, for the time being contact BT and ask them to cut down the top branches which are growing through the overhead telephone wires.

	12
	DISTRICT COUNCILLORS REPORT – Cllr Ford not present at the meeting but has sent a report which will be circulated to Parish Councillors.

	Cnty Cllr Brook joined the meeting at 7.30pm.  The Chairman welcomed him and invited him to speak.

	13
	COUNTY COUNCILLORS REPORT – nothing new to report.  An in depth discussion about the replacement gritter took place with Cllr Brook agreeing to provide finance from Invest in Devon and the Locality Budget.  Attention was drawn to the dumping of asbestos at the side of the road on the outskirts of the village and to the large number of potholes in the lane leading off Neadon Lane towards Robertsacre.  Cllr Brook left the meeting to identify the location of the asbestos and to check on the aforementioned potholes.
