	DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST - none

	CO-OPTION OF NEW PARISH COUNCILLOR – Following the publication of the official Notice of Casual Vacancy, Teignbridge Electoral Services confirmed that it has not received any requests for an election and the Parish Council therefore resolved to co-opt Sarah Taylor to the office of Parish Councillor for the remainder of the current term of office.

	PUBLIC DISCUSSION – item 12 re overgrown sycamore tree, brought forward to enable a Parishioner to speak.  Information and copy correspondence was supplied by the Parishioner to indicate that it would appear that Teignbridge is responsible for the roadside verge where the tree is growing.  This information will be forwarded to TDC to try and get them to take responsibility for and fell the tree.   A Parishioner advised that they are unable to open the minutes on the Bridford website. The Clerk will try to resolve the problem.

	MATTERS ARISING from previous meeting

	5
	MINUTES – the Parish Council resolved to approve the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 2nd July 2018 as a true and accurate record of the meeting.

	6
	ALLOTMENTS – plot 2a has a new tenant, leaving three half plots still vacant.  Plot 4a does not appear to have been cultivated this season, a letter will be sent to the tenant asking for it to be tidied.

	7
	PLAY PARK – there have been various issues at the Play Park which have been dealt with.
Teign Housing has indicated that it does not consider it necessary for constant access to be available at the Play Park and therefore if an official notice is required asking for the gate to be kept clear, then it should be supplied by the Parish Council.  The Parish Council decided that the current notice, put up by the Clerk, should suffice.
The Clerk circulated detailed expenditure in connection with the recent refurbishment work and projects at the Play Park.  All materials were, where possible purchased direct by the Clerk in the name of the Parish Council to enable VAT to be reclaimed. Due to health issues, the volunteer who was going to undertake the excavation work and preparation of the base for the table tennis table was unable to assist so this involved the additional expense of a contractor.  However, the refurbishment of the fort came in under budget and after applying this surplus to the table tennis project left a deficit of £146 which the Parish Council resolved should be covered using earmarked funds generated from the sale of contents of the clothing bank.  The Chairman commented that the wooden fort was now looking very good following the refurbishment.  The table tennis table should be delivered in the next few weeks. The goal net has been replaced, the net protecting the end property behind the goal has been put back up and the bench has been repaired and put back.  The Parish Council authorised the Clerk to purchase table tennis bats and balls.   It is hoped that funds may be received from the Fete Committee to cover this cost.  A working party is now needed once the table tennis table is installed to tidy up and finish off this area. An official opening was suggested to highlight the Play Park and invite residents to see what has been done.   

	8
	BRIDFORD HILL /  REPLACMENT GRITTER – £1,000 grant received from Dst Cllr Ford, grant applications submitted to Invest in Devon and Devon Locality Budget for the balance of funds required to purchase the replacement gritter.   Storage of the new machine was discussed. A suggestion was made that the gritter could be kept in a shed at the allotments, but as this is rather remote and there is rather a steep slope, it was decided this was not a good idea. As the owners of Seven Acre Farm wish the road to be treated from the farm down through the village, they need to be more amenable with regards to storage.  Last winter volunteers had to climb over and move equipment to access the gritter and supplies.   The owners will be asked to meet with Cllr Purser at the farm to discuss as this is probably the preferred option.  If needed, Cllr Purser offered to store the main supply of grit at his home and to top up supplies at Seven Acre as and when required, as it needs to be kept under cover.

	VILLAGE GARDEN – contact details now held of all volunteers.  Refurbishment of the garden in hand.

	PURCHASE OF GARDEN BENCHES – David Price has negotiated a discount for the two benches.  The Parish Council authorised the Clerk to order the benches together with two fixing kits to secure them to the ground.   Memorial plaques will be purchased in the future.
A Parish Councillor suggested that the benches should be identified with marker pens as recommended by Neighbourhood Watch.
