	DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST - none

	3
	PUBLIC DISCUSSION - a Parishioner wished to highlight the potholes in School Lane as requiring attention.  The Chairman mentioned the potholes in Swannaford Road, being particularly bad between Robertsacre Farm and Birch Tree Farm.  The Clerk advised that all potholes and road damage should be reported online via Devon County Council’s online reporting system; the more people report problems, the more likelihood of repairs being undertaken. A Parishioner asked when the hedges will be cut on Pound Lane as visibility is becoming obscured.  The bird nesting season has now ended and land owners can now cut their hedges.  If the hedges on Pound Lane are not cut in the next few weeks, reminders will be sent to the individual land owners.

	MINUTES – the Parish Council resolved to approve the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 6th August 2018 as a true and accurate record of the meeting

	5
	ALLOTMENTS - the annual invoices will be sent out this month.  There are still three half plots vacant.  A new tenant has voiced concern about the requirement for allotment holders to be responsible for provision of their own public liability insurance. The Parish Council insurance policy provides public liability cover of £10,000,000 which extends to the Allotments.  The policy will be checked to find out exactly what the public liability section covers.  Copies of other local Parish Councils’ tenancy agreements will be obtained to see if they contain this clause. The Clerk to ask South West Counties Allotments Association if it can provide a specimen recommended standard allotment tenancy agreement.  The Chairperson presented the Bridford Best Kept Allotment trophy to Francis and Daphne Leversedge.

	6
	PLAY PARK - the table tennis table is ready and awaiting delivery.  The Fete Committee has kindly made a grant of £100 towards the table tennis project which will be used to purchase bats and ping pong balls.  It will be necessary to purchase special bats for outdoor use.  A notice will be displayed advising that the bats and balls must not be removed.  If these are taken, anyone wishing to play will have to provide their own.   Any surplus funds will be used to purchase grass seed to re-seed the area surrounding the base.  Cllr Dowding has tidied up the area around the concrete base and has also removed the weeds on the baseball court and replaced the two nets. The Chairperson thanked Cllr Dowding for undertaking this work.  The question has been raised as to whether or not the goal could be moved to another area of the Play Park away from the adjoining property.   All Parish Councillors asked to visit the Play Park and bring any ideas with regards to moving the goal, to the October meeting.  It has also been suggested that the current goal could be replaced with a smaller ‘five-a-side’ type structure.

	Cnty Cllr Jerry Brook joined the meeting at 7.35pm.  The Chairperson welcomed him and invited him to speak.

	
	Things have generally been quiet over the summer period.  The next full cabinet meeting will include a report on the current financial position.  Children and Young People’s Services will be under pressure.  The County Farms Estates report has been received.  Generally in good order, having generated just under £400,000 for the County Council last year.  The system is working well and there are sum remarkable tenants.  Rising business rates are forcing many out of business.  Cnty Cllr Brook offered his apologies for the October meeting as he will be on holiday.

	7
	BRIDFORD HILL / REPLACMENT GRITTER - grants of £1,000 from Dst Cllr Ford and £1,745 from Cnty Cllr Brooks (Locality Budget) received, now awaiting decision of £2,000 from Cnty Cllr Brooks (Invest in Devon).  Meeting being held 19th September.  If approved an order will be placed for the new machine.   Contact made with Di Wastenage, the owner of Seven Acre Farm to arrange to meet with the PC Chairman to discuss storage for the new gritter and salt / grit.  The Chairman has offered to store the bulk of the salt / grit at his premises and to top up supplies at Seven Acre as and when necessary. 

	
	INCORRECT PRIORTY LINES ON NEADON LANE – another reminder to be sent to DCC Highways requesting the incorrect priority junction lines to be put right.  Cllr Padgham offered to take photos and will forward to the Clerk.

	VILLAGE GARDEN - Cllr Padgham has contacted all the Village Garden volunteers to establish if they wish to continue and to obtain their views on plants and ideas for the future.  Decision required as to where in the garden the new seat should be put.

	10
	PURCHASE OF GARDEN BENCHES – two benches plus two fixing kits have been ordered and will be delivered on 25th September.  Suggested working party to install them in the Village Garden and at the top of Pound Lane.  The Clerk is still obtaining prices for commemorative plaques which will be added to the benches once in situ.

	OVERGROWN SYCAMORE TREE – following the information which came to light at the last PC meeting, a detailed letter was sent to Teignbridge District Council, but to no avail.  Teignbridge advises that it has checked its mapping system and the grass verge where the tree is growing, definitely does not belong to the District Council. It suggests contacting Devon County Council,

	DISTRICT COUNCILLORS REPORT – the Chairperson read out Dst Cllr Ford’s report.  Teignbridge is taking a detailed look at how residents can access services online and is putting into place new digital systems that make it even easier for people to get things done (applying, paying, reporting) and get regular updates about what is happening.  Teignbridge is setting out a commitment to reduce its environmental impact and footprint, in particular looking at ways to reduce single plastics.  Staff and councillors are being encouraged to purchase and use reusable cups.   Cllr Ford will continue to address internet, mobile phone and road issues on behalf of the Valley.  Cllr Ford is trying to organise a visit to the Valley and a meeting with the Stakeholder Manager from Connecting Devon and Somerset, Matt Barrow.  Parish Councillors from the Valley would be invited to attend for a presentation on the latest situation and future plans regarding broadband rollout in the Valley.  Cllr Ford suggested TVCH or the village hall at Dunsford as the ideal locations but also would welcome Parish Councils’ offers for a venue.
Bridford Parish Councillors would welcome the opportunity for the meeting to be held at Bridford Village Hall following a shorter PC meeting and therefore there would be no additional charge.
