	PUBLIC DISCUSSION – the Snow Warden reported that one although one volunteer has stepped down, three more have come forward who also have the use of a four wheel drive and tow hitch.  The new gritter has arrived and will be taken up to Seven Acre Farm by the Chairman who will at the same time, check to see if supply of salt has been delivered.  A meeting of the volunteers will be arranged to familiarise them with the new machine and to train the new recruits.  The Clerk will ask DCC if it will supply some new high visibility jackets. The Snow Warden thanked the Clerk for successfully obtaining grants to finance the project.  The Parish Council was asked about the overgrown hedges bordering the road on Pound Lane.  The Chairman advised that both he and his neighbour have booked contractors to cut the hedges but that it was a case of waiting their turn.

	PLAY PARK – Cllr Dowding has weeded the area around the table tennis table and will sow grass seed on this area when weather permits.  The Clerk has obtained prices for a new, smaller goal, to replace the existing structure and to be resited away from the end bungalow, a suggestion being to site it by the skateboard track.  Cllr Dowding reported that he has spoken with sporting locals and asked them to let the PC have their views, therefore any plans for the goal will be deferred for the time being.   A small tree fell down across the zip wire apparatus and was cleared away by Cllr Price and David Price, the tree warden.

	BRIDFORD HILL / NEW GRITTER - see item 3, Public Discussion.  The Clerk will ensure that the new machine is covered under the Parish Council insurance policy.

	VILLAGE GARDEN – Cllr Padgham reported that fuchsias and geraniums have arrived and been planted, path weeds sprayed and ivy trimmed back and the roots treated with weed killer.  The new garden bench will be put into place in the next couple of weeks.

	NEW GARDEN BENCHES – Cllr Purser will install both of the new benches in the Village Garden and at the top of Pound Lane.

	OVERGROWN SYCAMORE TREE – a letter from HM Land Registry has confirmed that the strip of land where the tree is growing is not registered at HM Land Registry and no further information is held about it.    Cnty Cllr Brook said that there is similar situation in a neighbouring Parish where ownership of land cannot be identified and it is likely that it was once attached to property / land prior to being sold off for building and was never registered.
Quotes submitted to the Parish Council to fell the tree seem to be excessive.  An item to be put in Unity to see if any other contractor is interested in undertaking the felling of the tree.

	COUNTY COUNCILLORS REPORT – the Chairman welcomed Cnty Cllr Brook and invited him to speak.   Children and Young People’s budget is under pressure with a lot more young people in need of help.   Highways has had its best year in terms of getting major pothole and road surface problems dealt with.  Cllr Brook enquired as to whether repairs have been carried out at the top part of Neadon Lane – nothing has been done yet.  Cllr Brook was asked if Devon County Council has any plans for roll out of electrical charging points for vehicles.  DCC has no current programme or plans but there is a huge amount of pressure on the Government and this is something that will grow.  Commercial enterprises are likely to seize the opportunity.  The Parish Council thanked Cllr Brook for his contribution to the purchase of the new gritter both from the Locality Budget and Investing in Devon.
