	PUBLIC DISCUSSION – the Chairman welcomed our DNPA Ranger Pete Rich who introduced himself and gave a brief outline of his duties, the areas within his control and current projects that are being undertaken.

	MATTERS ARISING from previous meeting

	4
	MINUTES – the Parish Council resolved to approve the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 7th January 2019 as a true and accurate record of the meeting.

	5
	ALLOTMENTS – all tenants have now paid their rent.  Three half plots remain vacant.  No response from the scouts re Parish Council’s invitation to take over an allotment.   The Parish Council Village Hall representative reported that the Hall water bills were much increased during the last summer and asked if it was possible that the Village Hall was being invoiced for water used at the allotments.  The Chairman explained that the allotment ground has a natural water source which is fed into a tank and then piped to two taps and that there is no mains water connection.   The Parish Council had no objection to Hall committee members turning on the taps at the allotments whilst monitoring the water meter at the Hall.

	PLAY PARK – Annual safety check to take place in March.  Glendinnings have been asked to repair table tennis support which was damaged during transit / installation.

	7
	BRIDFORD HILL – Snow Warden team very happy with the new grit spreader.  Three new volunteers have come forward.  

	8
	OVERGROWN SYCAMORE TREE – the Parish Council has agreed to fell the tree at the end of Moreton Terrace.  A much reduced tender of £750 has been received and will be accepted with Cnty Cllr Brook kindly agreeing to fund 50% of this from the DCC Locality Budget.  It will be the Parish Council’s responsibility to ask residents not to park in the area on the allotted day.

	REPLACEMENT FENCE ADJOINING ALLOTMENTS – the Parish Council resolved to approve a contribution of £100 towards the replacement fence which borders the allotments, upon receipt of the appropriate invoice. The project is being undertaken by the Bridford Trust.

	10
	LOCALISED FLOODING – a meeting is still to be arranged with the Farm Manager at Seven Acre and it is hoped to have further information at the March Parish Council meeting.

	11
	CHARGING POINTS FOR ELECTRIC CARS – following the item in Unity Magazine, a Parishioner has responded positively to the suggestion that there should be a charging point in the village, siting a small part of the grass area in front of the houses at Oxenpark Gate, where there is an electricity source, as a possible location.

	12
	DNPA DRAFT LOCAL PLAN 2018 - 2033 CONSULTATION 
The Parish Council agreed that some of the points raised in response to the Issues Consultation by the DNPA during Winter 2016, including the need for some limited development in rural settlements for purposes of sustainability, planning for ‘mixed economy’ housing and the use of local construction materials and of granite in particular, seemed to have been accepted and dealt with in the first draft of the Dartmoor Local Plan 2018-2033.  It was agreed that it was pleasing to find that the DNPA seemed to be so responsive to the Parish Council and that all Councillors would engage with the Revised Draft Local Plan which is due to be issued during the Autumn.   The Parish Council’s response to the first draft of the Dartmoor Local Plan 2018-2033, which had been agreed by email and submitted before today’s deadline, was ratified.  The Chairman thanked Cllr Dowding for the considerable amount of time and effort contributed in preparing the Parish Council’s response.
