	PUBLIC DISCUSSION – a Parish Councillor has been approached by a prospective purchaser of a property by the church steps, regarding the problems of access and parking.  This matter has been investigated previously with other residents in this area being consulted.  The current residents manage this area between themselves and the Parish Council has no control over this Highways issue.

	Cnty Cllr Brook joined the meeting at 7.40pm and the Chairman invited him to speak.

	
	The Devon County Council budget meeting was held on 21st February and the budget was accepted by the Council.  Savings have to be made of £13.5m this year with Highways taking a small hit in this area.  An £18.5m bid from the government will help to make up some of the shortfall.
DCC is taking on more staff due to the new care contract.  The budget was quite positive.  Children and young people’s services are always going to be a challenge.  It will not be an easy time.  There is a general concern about the financial situation.  Council taxes have gone up quite considerably and the County Council will be looking to accrue revenue from the business rate.  All County Councillors issued with a formalised letter urging them to support a motion that Devon County Council becomes ‘carbon neutral’ by 2030.  2050 was considered more realistic and this was accepted by the cabinet.  A Parish Councillor queried how the buses would operate in a carbon neutral situation.  Cllr Brook remarked that there are a whole range of things that we could all do to make a difference
