	MINUTES – the Parish Council resolved to approve the minutes of the Annual Parish Council meeting held on 13th May 2019 as a true and accurate record of the meeting.  The minutes of the Annual Parish meeting held on 21st May 2019 were approved subject to an amendment to item 2, second paragraph, relating to Electric Cars and Charging Points.

	ALLOTMENTS – 2 half plots remain vacant.  Will be advertised in July Unity, on the notice boards and on the Bridford website.

	PLAY PARK -  Cllr Dowding reported that after the Annual Parish Meeting, a Parishioner offered, assisted with friends, to pursue the suggestion raised at the Annual Parish Meeting to re-site the goal posts in the basket ball court area and to fence around each end.  The existing goal post would then be removed.  Cllr Dowding will liaise with the Parishioner to move this idea forward.   The grass at the Play Park is very long and is putting people off visiting.   Teignbridge has been contacted to ask when it will be cut.   Parts of the round climbing frame need rubbing down and re-painting.  As the cost will be minimal and not necessary to put out to tender, Colin Banks will be asked to undertake the work.

	VILLAGE GARDEN – all the new plants are doing well and the Garden is looking good.  Two garden volunteers will be moving away from the village.  Their ‘patch’ will be covered by moving the boundaries and making the other patches slightly bigger.  The other volunteers are all happy with this arrangement.

	COUNTY COUNCILLORS REPORT – Cnty Cllr Brook had not arrived at this point in the meeting

	DISTRICT COUNCILLORS REPORT – It is early days in a new Council, with a lot of new changes of administration.   Teignbridge is very keen on becoming ‘carbon neutral’ by 2025 / 2030.   It is looking at existing commitments already made to see if it wishes to continue them.
The District Council is concerned about homelessness and is to look at ways to solve the food bank problem.   The Teign Valley ward has two District Councillors, Stephen Purser and Terry Tume who plan between them to report at all of the monthly Parish Council meetings.  There will be eight each month.  A copy of Bridford’s monthly minutes and agendas will be sent to both District Councillors.

	MEETINGS ATTENDED – The Chairman attended a meeting of the Teign Valley Community Hall Refurbishment Group which plans to improve and update existing facilities and to consider suggestions raised as a result of a recent public consultation.  The group has offered to send a representative to the next Parish Council meeting to explain its plans and to ask for the support of the Parish.

	HIGHER NEADON, NEADON LANE, BRIDFORD – re proposed demolition of conservatory, erection of two storey extension and single first floor extension over kitchen (DNPA ref. 0196/19).  Dealt with between meetings due to short timescales for responding to DNPA. The following comments were ratified at this evenings meeting: “The Parish Council is saddened to hear the health situation that the applicant is in and notes the Government wish to keep people in their homes with appropriate care packages.  However, whilst the Parish Council is supportive of suitable sympathetic changes to listed buildings, it considers that the design and bulk of the current plan detracts from the listed building and needs further consideration.  The Parish Council understands that a full height thatched extension has so far not been viewed favourably by Dartmoor National Park.  The Parish Council thinks this would be worthy of further consideration in this situation.  Therefore, the Parish Council’s view is that further consideration of a planning solution needs to be explored to satisfy the applicant’s needs and the integrity of the listed building.”
