	TVCH REFURBISHMENT – Corony Edwards of the Teign Valley Community Hall Refurbishment Committee gave an informative presentation of the proposed refurbishment plans and is looking for support and representation from each of the villages which make up the Teign Valley.  Bridford Parish Council agreed to provide a letter of support and wished to be kept up to date with progress

	ALLOTMENTS – there is one half plot vacant which is to be viewed by an interested Parishioner in the next few days.   The Clerk has arranged for the allotments to be judged, the winner will received the Best Kept Allotment trophy.

	PLAY PARK – The Parish Council has agreed to remove the existing wooden goal post adjacent to the end property.  It is intended in the future to install two new goal posts at either end of the basket ball court.   Cllr Gervers will arrange to meet with Colin Banks to identify and agree work to be done following the annual RoSPA inspection of the Play Park.  Cllr Gervers also offered to try and find out what the younger village residents would like in the Play Park.  The new ‘no dogs permitted beyond this point’ sign has been attached to the gate.

	SYCAMORE TREE - Cllr Dowding advised that the treatment of the stump will be undertaken in the autumn

	VILLAGE GARDEN – Cllr Padgham makes regular visits to the Garden and reported that everything is currently growing well and looking good

	DEFIBRILLATOR AND FIRST AID TRAINING – currently six Parishioners have expressed an interest in taking part in the proposed training.  A further item will be published in the September Unity

	TREE AT WEEKE BARTON – the owners of the tree have accepted responsibility for it to Teignbridge.  Teignbridge ‘Tree Team’ has inspected the tree and it will be monitored. Teignbridge has the authority to order the owners to undertake any necessary work if and when considered necessary.  If they do not do so, the Tree Team will carry out any such work and the owners will be charged accordingly.  The Parish Council has asked for a copy of the Tree Team’s inspection report.

	GRASS VERGE AT END OF BUTTS CLOSE – further enquiries have confirmed that Devon County Council is responsible for this verge and not Teign Housing as previously thought.  Devon County Council will only cut the verge on the basis of visibility and then only an area of one metre from the road.   It was proposed that the Parish Council should take over responsibility for this verge and to ask its current grass cutting contractor if he would be willing to take on this extra piece of grass and for a price to keep it tidy.  This was agreed by a majority with one Councillor opting to leave it uncut for wild life and flowers.

	DISTRICT COUNCILLORS REPORT – Stephen Purser in his role as District Councillor reported that things are currently quiet at Teignbridge.  A new admin team is working to formulate policies that will come out in September / October.  The District Council is purchasing property in Newton Abbot and Teignmouth to help regeneration of those areas.  There is a new horseshoe bat protection zone set up in the South Hams and there will be new policies regarding bigger areas for future development.
