	TELEPHONE BOX / BUS SHELTER LIBRARIES -  there are now ten volunteers on the rota to look after the books in the phone box and the CD’s / DVD’s in the bus shelter.  One of the volunteers has cleared out a lot of the books and sorted them into alphabetical order of authors and there are now one row of books on each shelf.  The DVD’s / CD’s have also been sorted in the bus shelter and any over 18’s or anything considered unsuitable have been removed and will be donated to a charity shop.  A suggestion was made regarding the overspill of books,  The “Chat In”  group is replacing its regular lunches with afternoon tea and cake which will take place at the Village Hall to coincide with the Post Office Services visits.   A suggestion was made that the Village Hall committee could be approached to see if the surplus books could be kept at the Village Hall and be made available at the same time as the “Chat In” meetings and Post Office visits.  Contact will be made with the Village Hall to see if this would be possible.   Another suggestion was a book shelf in the village pub.

	PAYMENT OF VILLAGE HALL RENT FOR POST OFFICE SERVICES – since the discussion relating to this at the May PC meeting, when the Parish Council was advised that the Village Hall Committee had suggested a 90% discount to hirers of the Hall, we are now advised that members of the Hall Committee have decided that the discount should in fact be 50% with the hope that a further discount could be offered in another twelve months.  This means that the Parish Council will continue to pay £4.00 per week in respect of the room hire for Post Office services.
