	MINUTES – the Parish Council resolved to approve the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 7 June 2021, as a true and accurate record of the meeting

	5
	PLAYPARK – the Clerk has inspected the Play Park and reported that all the timber requires a further coat of preservative to prevent further deterioration.  The base of the wooden uprights have been damaged by the actions of strimming the grass.  The Clerk proposed that metal lawn edging should be wrapped around the base of the timber uprights to prevent further damage.  The Parish Council agreed for this and the application of preservative to be undertaken by Colin Banks.  It was also reported that part of the climbing frame is damaged resulting in a length of chain hanging down on the ground, representing a trip hazzard. Cllr Gervers agreed to tie up the length of chain as an iterim measure and to see if the play park firm in Kingsteignton could repair it and replace the broken/ missing log of wood.  Cllr Dowding suggested he would look at it first and see if it could be repaired without the expense of calling in a contractor.  The replacement swing seats have been sourced and will be purchased and installed as per authorisation by the Parish Council last year prior to lockdown.

ONLINE DARTMOOR LOCAL PLAN 2018-2036 WORKSHOP  -  Cllrs Padgham and Dowding attended this online meeting
The 2019 version of the Local Plan was submitted to the Sec of State in September 2020
The following key modifications came out of that submission:
1) use class order...this is the framework used to understand land use eg shop, restaurant etc 
2) biodiversity net gain...new approach to accounting for biodiversity in new developments. DNPA working with Natural England /  3) housing - the Local Plan makes provision for a minimum level of housing /  4) removal of Permitted Development Rights (PDR) eg currently farm workers’ accommodation may come with PDR /  5) low impact residential development - min impact may justify a location that wouldn’t usually be allowed /  6) renewal energy - test in DNP needs to be small scale and shouldn’t have major impact eg on dark sky policy.

National Policy updates include
1) energy efficiency / 2)  biodiversity net gain /  3) electric vehicle charging points

DNP policy needs to be consistent with National Policy legislation and to address comments from the public where the inspector has indicated necessary 

Comments must be submitted by 19 July 2021 and it is hoped that the Local Plan will be adopted, if found sound, by the end of the year.
