	DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST – Cllr Tucker declared an interest in item 16

	PUBLIC DISCUSSION – items 10 & 22 were brought forward to enable the Wildlife Group representatives to take part in discussions.  The group representatives clarified their plans for the grass verge on Pound Lane, following concerns from local residents.  The grass will be cut back in August, the ground will be raked, scarified and yellow rattle seeds sown.  The group is pleased to have received sixteen entries for its competition and each entrant will receive a certificate. The Parish Council agreed to support a presentation ceremony in the Woodland Park with a donation of £25.00, proposed by Cllr Purser and seconded by Cllr Marriott. It was suggested by a Parish Councillor that the group may like to outline their plans at the presentation.  The Clerk will contact the grass contractor to ensure that the agreed one metre wide strip of grass adjacent to the road continues to be cut.

	MINUTES – Parish Council to approve the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 6th June 2022, as a true and accurate record of the meeting.

	PLAY PARK - regular weekly inspections continue by the Parish Council.  The ladder by the fence adjoining at a property in Oxengate Park has now been removed.  The replacement basket ball nets have arrived.  The grass has been cut and must be kept short for obvious health and safety reasons. The contractor will be contacted.   At a previous Parish Council meeting, it was decided to name the Play Park “Jubilee Park”.   Teignbridge will be advised and at the same time reminded about the ongoing pending transfer of title of the land to Bridford Parish Council.

	ALLOTMENTS – Concerns received from an allotment holders re deer getting onto the allotment ground and trampling on crops. The gate at the top of the allotments needs to be re-hung.  The gate at the bottom needs a new post.  The Chairman agreed to make arrangements for this work to be done.  An allotment holder had previously requested permission for a wildlife pond or water feature on their plot. Following a conversation with the Parish Council’s insurance company, it was agreed that this could not be permitted.

	THREE PARISHES MEETING time confirmed to commence at 7.00pm. Five Councillors will represent Bridford Parish Council.

	BUS SHELTER – update re decoration / refurbishment.  Cllr Marriot has agreed to take on this project.  Cllr Topley offered to assist. Both Councillors were thanked by the Chairman.  A small notice board was suggested.  It was proposed that the CD’s / DVD’s should be removed from the bus shelter. The library / DVD co-ordinator will be contacted

	20’S PLENTY FOR DEVON – Images from Christow School were not originals and therefore not good enough to be reproduced.   The Parish Council will ask for a table at Bridford Fete when children will be encouraged to make “20’s Plenty” drawings for the signs.  Platinum Jubilee mugs will also be on sale.

	DEFIBRILLATOR – the defibrillator has finally arrived.  An electrician will be sourced to install the machine and cabinet outside Venn Park Garage.

	MEETINGS ATTENDED / ONLINE – Cllr Topley had intended to attend a meeting of the Village Hall committee but was unable to be there.  On the agenda was ‘signage for the Village Hall’ which the Parish Council agreed should be on the agenda for its own Parish Council meeting in September.  Cllrs Purser and Padgham attended a Local Plan Review meeting at Dartmoor National Park HQ in Bovey Tracey which was not particularly well attended. Dan Janotta and Christ Hart went through the Local Plan, what was in it, what was different.  DNPA is going to devise a new Development Guide.  It was a useful meeting to touch base with member of the Planning Team and representatives from other Parish Councils.  It was encouraging to receive confirmation that the way Bridford Parish Council responds to Planning Applications is the way that DNPA like to see it done.

	DISTRICT COUNCILLORS REPORT 
Some 14000 people who do not pay council tax by direct debit have now been written to asking them to apply for the rebate. The payments will be into bank accounts, crediting council tax or via post office payments. Some 33,000 people have already been paid by direct debit.
A discretionary scheme for those in bands E-H will be on the website in the next couple of weeks.
Staff from Teignbridge and the Police have teamed up to patrol Dawlish Warren to cut down on antisocial behaviour.
Some 80 electric vehicle charging points in 38 public car parks to be installed in next few months.
The census shows an 8.5% increase in the population of Teignbridge to 134,800 up from 124,200 in 2011.
Plans now in for new four screen cinema for Newton Abbot.
Covid cases again on the increase please be vigilant.

This is a prior notification application  on behalf of Teignbridge Valley Farm for widening of access and creation of a small area of hard standing associated with land to the north of Neadon Lane, Bridford (DNPA ref. 0211/22)
The proposed development is considered necessary for agricultural purposes as currently there is no parking available to allow agricultural vehicles or farm machinery to be safely pulled off the road when accessing this land.

Bridford Parish Council notes no trees will be felled and a native hedgerow will be planted to enhance screening.

Bridford Parish Council has no objection to the application

	SEVEN ACRE FARM, BRIDFORD  - Proposed to install a 52kwp roof mounted solar array on the GP Agricultural building in the farmyard at Seven Acre Farm and associated works at Seven Acre Farm, road from Plaistow Green to Rowdon Brook, Bridford  (DNPA ref. 0229/22)

This is an application to install a roof mounted solar array on an existing GP agricultural building at Seven Acre Farm.  Bridford Parish Council supports this application and indeed supports applications which seek to make use of renewable energy sources in a way which is sympathetic to the unique beauty and heritage of Dartmoor.
