The Parish council dislikes retrospective applications but notes the building has conditional approval as a dwelling. Allowing the dwelling for holiday use may prove beneficial to the local economy. However the Dartmoor National park will need to be vigilant in ensuring it use as holiday accommodation to avoid problems encountered nearby. The parish council therefore and subject to Dartmoor national parks vigilance has no objection to the revised condition.
